(5)  Does the SOSSI have the ability to sell the tower?
       (See section A, paragraph 9 or 1995 Lease)
(6)  How much does the City get from whom on a yearly basis?
(7)  If $60,000.00 from whom, does SOSSI also get $60,000.00 from whom?
(8)  Does the City own the tower (per paragraph 9) if SOSSI decides it wants “to sell’?
(9)  City should have say in any assignment of lease or any sublease.
(10) Is the tower “paid off” via the “lease payments”? (see paragraph 7)
