OTHER BUSINESS
Mayor Bemmes reported that the City had collected $7,878,000 in 2015 and spent $7,866.000 in 2015. There is, however, $423,763 of unpaid bills for 2015. Part of this is due to the fact that bill payment is cut off on December 15. However, the City is not taking in enough money nor does the City have an adequate reserve fund, which the state says should be $1.2 million. Members remarked that there is a need to take a close look at the City’s receipts and expenditures and its various funds. It was also hoped that there would be an opportunity for the public to be a part of the study by attending the meetings or watching part of it on a TV meeting. The idea of a Saturday study meeting as has been done in the past was discussed.
