OTHER BUSINESS
Auditor Sabrina Smith reported that funds are not adequately coming in to make payment for water bills, including the bills for bulk water from Cincinnati Water Works. She is still sitting on old bills for other things. Cincinnati has indicated that it will be charging interest for late payment. something they have not done in the past. Mr. Ross reported that the AUC charge has been raised 20 cents a unit which should bring in an additional $60,000 per year. This will probably not generate enough money to keep up with the bills. The Safety Service Director has the discretion to raise the rates. Mr. Albrinck stated that the City Administration and Council need to identify all potential costs to run the department for all expenses and that money should be raised so that we don’t simply “meet costs.” The Auditor and the Safety Service Director will attempt to identify all such cost and report back to Council. 
Mr. Ross reported that he has been talking with Dave Reiman from MSD about the possible sanitary connections for a new restroom at Koenig Park. Mr. Ross also noted in response to a question from Council that the City could not use City employees to construct a new restroom as we did at Vorhees if we wanted to use the CDBG monies. We are supposed to use the money for this project by the end of 2016. Mr. Ross was asked to inquire if we could postpose our use of the money until 2017. We may want to have City Crews construct the restroom with “Our” money and use the CDBG money for something else at the park.
