  ordinances on a more frequent basis) that the Council as a whole receive a notice of what’s being paid and when.
- Month of May was very profitable.  If we can maintain 4-5% growth from the earning tax funds we’ll be in good shape.
- Street Sweeper – Council will not be supporting the purchase this year.
- The City as a whole needs to re-evaluate the water rate structure (possibly increase rates) in order to make up from the loss 
  we’ve taken since the largest customer we had has closed their business.

UTILITIES, LANDS & BUILDINGS: Don Lindeman
- Spoke to the issue of the possible installation of Duke Energy Central Corridor Gas Pipeline Extension Project that could run through Reading neighborhoods.  Has attended meetings regarding these possible plans and is strongly encouraging Reading residents to take part of the “N.O.P.E” initiative.  Council has prepared a Resolution in opposition of this project through Reading and a number of Council members have written separate letters to express concern for the safety of our residents.  Apologized to anyone who may feel as though they have not been properly informed of this possible project but the issue has been discussed, at length, during Council meetings and we’re moving forward with a strong, unified action against the project.
