AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION
Alan Hill (President of the Reading Bridal District) – Presented a petition to stop the sale of the parking lot at the corner of Reading Road & W Benson St.  Do not want to risk losing the parking as well as the obstruction of the “Love Wall.”  Motion made by Mr Ashbrock, seconded by Mr Gertz to mark the petition received and filed.  Motion carried by voice vote.

Tim Cox - Stadium contract: extension out until January 31.  
Chuck Lafata – lease extended to 2019.  Fee was $11,000.  50/50 split for catastrophic event.  
     Proposed: Extension of lease contract with joint committee with Council Members & City Administration.  
Don Lindeman – would like to see the extension for a year, possible changes for the second year.
Randy Fischesser – No problem extending the contract until 2019.  More concerned with what happens after.
Kevin Kaiser – extension would provide relief for new logistical items not originally planned (rental of sports space/facilities for games, etc)
Bob Ashbrock – $1 a year, use the previously proposed $18,000 to put towards all responsibilities for the maintenance of the facility during the 18 months
Chuck Lafata – Insurance issue.  
Sabrina Smith – Suggested: Community partner giving back.
Dave Stevenson – process put in to place and hard time lines set to avoid this same discussion in 2020.
Alycia Walker Bemmes - more concise “true” number of what the yearly cost is to maintenance.  
Bo Bemmes/Sabrina Smith – About $25,000.
Mel Gertz – Long term vision.  Campaign literature stated that Hilltop would revert back to the City.
Kevin Kaiser - The vision, the big picture, needs to include Hilltop & Central properties.  Wants to work with the City as to the best use, final decisioning of those properties.
Denny Albrinck – Clarification: 2016-2017 $10,900.  2017-2018 $11,300 (owed).
Will the new contract include Koenig Park as well as Stadium & Bemmes field?  
Randy Fischesser – No, the committee recommendation was to draw up separate contract.
Dave Stevenson – 2 year extension needs to include Koenig Park.
Tony Gertz – We do not have the money we had back in the 50s to continue the maintenance of the stadium.  
Kavin Kaiser - Requested assistance from Mr. Stevenson with drafting a Memorandum of Understanding.  Fundamentally we don’t disagree.  We all have limitations.  Need to explore our options together. 
Randy Fischesser: Plan to meet again Tuesday, January 23 at 7:00 pm.
