COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES – LEGISLATIVE SESSION
JANUARY 23, 2018 – 7:30 PM
CALL TO ORDER
President of Council Pro-Tem Randy Fischesser called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM.
INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mr. Fischesser led those in attendance in a prayer and then the Pledge of Allegiance.
ROLL CALL
Council Members Present: Mr. Cox, Mr. Gertz, Mr. Lynd, Mr. Albrinck, Mr. Lindeman, Mr. Ashbrock
& Mr. Fischesser.
Other City Officials Present:
Mayor Bo Bemmes, Treasurer Mel Gertz, Auditor Sabrina Smith & Clerk of Council Carla Kacher.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION
Chuck Lafata: Requesting an extension of current contract to the Fall of 2019.  State of Ohio & Tax payer money is being managed and they’re obligated to spend all of it on the construction.  There will be no amount of money leftover.  
Bob Ashbrock: Asked Kevin Kaiser if a “Visioning Committee” was put together 
Kevin Kaiser: “Visioning Committee” is intended to be put together in regard to the Stadium, not other school properties (Ex. Hilltop property).  When considering the “future plans” they’re planning for 2 years worth of school activities.
Tim Cox: Counter is at $25,000 per year through 2019.  Original - $1.00 a year lease.
Chuck Lafata: Language in the proposed counter offer regarding a “Catastrophic Event” is where we’re hesitant
Alycia Walker Bemmes: Board is asking for the $25,000 to include the stadium as well as the local parks that are utilized.
Tim Cox: Current contract for $11,000 included the Stadium , Bemmes Field & Koenig fields.
Colette Lewis: Does the $25,000 include ownership as well as contracting out/managing maintenance services?  (Answered: Yes)
Dennis Albrinck: Proposed 2 year lease (January 2018 through December 2019.) of $25,000 how will that be paid? 
Kevin Kaiser: Annually.
Dennis Albrinck: What are we being paid for the last 6 months?
Colette Lewis: $11,000.
Don Linedeman: Other avenues towards looking at revenue income.  Ticket sales, concessions & advertising?
Donna Engle: Those particular sales go to the Athletic Boosters.
Chuck Lafata: Concessions have to stay with the Athletic boosters.  We pay for a site Supervisor, the referees and any other miscellaneous expenses (ex. police officers that are present).
Chuck Lafata: Does not want to go into any contract blindly.  School Board is not aware of what might be wrong with the Stadium.  This information can be obtained but we’re asking for the extension so there’s reasonable amount of time to accomplish

Motion made by Mr. Albrinck, seconded by Mr. Lynd to draw up a new contract for $30,000 to include the Stadium, Bemmes field & Koenig park.  Motion passed by 6-1 roll call vote (Mr. Gertz voting “no”).
