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COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES – Meeting of the Whole

CALL TO ORDER
President Pro-Tem Randy Fischesser called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM.
INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mr. Fischesser led those in attendance in a prayer and then the Pledge of Allegiance.
ROLL CALL
Council Members Present: Mr. Cox, Mr. Lynd, Mr. Gertz, Mr. Ashbrock, Mr. Lindeman and Mr. Fischesser.
Others Present: Mayor Bemmes and Mr. Mel Gertz.
Motion made by Mr. Lindeman seconded by Mr. Lynd to excuse Mr. Albrinck.  Motion carried by voice vote.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION
Mr. Feldman from 1415 Market inquired about the progress of the resolution regarding Duke Energy's central pipeline.  Mayor Bemmes advised that it should be on the agenda for August 7th.  Mr. Gertz suggested that the resolution have three readings so the residents are informed.

READING OF ORDINANCES
(1) AN ORDINANCE TO ESTABLISH WAGES AND SALARIES INCLUDING WAGES AND SALARY INCREASES 
      FOR ALL EMPLOYEES OF THE CITY OR READING AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

Mr. Gertz advised that he did not intend for this ordinance to be on the agenda this evening and that it was presented to all members for review and discussion during Council of the Whole.  He anticipates that the ordinance will be modified prior to presenting for adoption.

(2) AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE AUDITOR TO TRANSFER $61,145.16 FROM THE SEWAGE 
     DISPOSAL TRUST FUND TO THE SEWAGE SERVICE FEE FUND AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY 

Motion made by Mr. Lindeman, second by Mr. Cox to suspend the rule requiring a second and third reading.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion made by Mr. Lynd, second by Mr. Cox to adopt the ordinance.  Motion passed unanimously.

OTHER BUSINESS
Treasurer Gertz updated council on the tax revenue so far this month.

There was a discussion about the eye sores that were brought up at the last meeting.  Mayor Bemmes advised that some of the issues are being addressed and that he would get with Mr. Ross regarding the rest.

There was also a discussion as to the future of the Building Department and Exterior Property Maintenance.  Mayor Bemmes urged council to evaluate the current system and decide where changes and improvements should be made.  Further discussion will continues at the August Council of the Whole meeting.

Mayor Bemmes brought up the importance of keeping the Millcreek Valley Conservation District and the need to determine a source of funding to keep them going.  Further discussion and evaluation will take place as information is obtained.

ADJOURNMENT

COUNCIL OF THE WHOLE
Mr. Gertz shared with Council the reasoning behind his pay ordinance and encouraged everyone to evaluate and further discuss in the near future.  Mr. Fischesser and Mr. Lindeman pointed out that following the committee meeting, they were under the impression that all of the existing pay ordinances would be combined into one comprehensive ordinance and the existing would be rescinded. 

Mr. Gertz also voiced his displeasure with Council not being included in decisions regarding such things as Columbia Ave. sidewalks, inclusion of a new water main on Benson, costs of various aspects of the Columbia/Benson project, etc. 

Mr. Ashbrock stated that he is still going over the information on regulations for mini cell phone towers that was given to him a while ago.  He stated that he needs Mr. Stevenson to lend his expertise on preparing an ordinance in order to move on.  He will get with Mr. Stevenson upon his return from vacation.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 9:15 PM.
