AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION:
Courtney Prince: Worried as to the value of her own home on Orchard Knoll as well as homes on Julie Terrace (her mother lives there).  Encouraged Council to do whatever they can to acquire funding towards the landslide occurring on Julie Terrace.

Theresa Miller: Rain over the weekend was nothing like the rains we’ve experienced in the past.  Representative has not yet come by to do a walk-thru of the property after this most recent rain.

James Shelton: Asked if Council & the City has any legal reach to hold the school responsible for the redirection of water run offs that have now added more water to the land directly behind Julie Terrace homes?  Response from Dave Stevenson: Liability against the school is not something we can hold the school accountable for – the individual affected home owners are the ones who can do this.  What the City is doing is not going to solve the problem in the short term.
