CALL TO ORDER
President of Council Pro-Tem Randy Fischesser called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM.
INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mr. Fischesser led those in attendance in a prayer and then the Pledge of Allegiance.
ROLL CALL

Motion made by President of Council Mr. Fischesser to excuse Mr. Lindeman.  Motion carried by voice vote.

PRESENTATION
Chief Snow gave a presentation and discussion regarding proposal to supply police protection for the Village of Arlington Heights.  

We were approached by the Village of Arlington Heights to see if we would be willing to re-open and reconsider taking over their Police protection for the City.  December 31, 2018 contract with the Hamilton County Sheriff’s office will expire.  Administration would not be recommending the City take this on if it was thought that it would adversely affect our Police force.  Administration feels as if it would enhance our Police force.  This would allow us to hire 2 more Police Officers and one part-time dispatcher.  The goal of the proposal is $0 cost to the City.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION
Dennis Yavorsky – Opposition to Issues 1 & 9.  
Issue 9: Sales tax increase failure. $39 million assessment to the public that can be used to supplement the General Fund.
Issue 1: Eliminates the ability of the Courts to protect the public.  First time drug offenders will not serve jail time and will not receive treatment.  

Brian Collins – Contact with Dan Brooks.  Temporary sign has been removed outside of the Antique Mall.  The Feed Mill will be difficult but Dan will continue to work with them.  Suggested citing the railroad for the abandoned poles.  Inquired as to how we track the progress of Linda Fitzgerald’s work for the city.  

Jess Feldman – (1) Popeyes driveway is still unfixed.  This is a safety issue as well as an eyesore.  Mayor Bo Bemmes Answer: Patrick has contacted and instructed them to get on this and he will do so again.  (2) Mill Creek Conservancy concerns – possible yearly taxes to Residents.

Motion made by Mr. Gertz, seconded by Mr. Cox to suspend the rules requiring a second or third reading.  Motion passed by a 6-0 roll call vote.  Motion made by Mr. Lynd, seconded by Mr. Cox to adopt the ordinance.  Motion carried by 6-0 roll call vote.
