- There is an ordinance on the agenda this evening to make payment on the loan for the ladder truck.  This is the final payment on the loan.
- Chief Snow gave a presentation to council at the October 23 meeting detailing a proposal to supply police service to the village of Arlington Heights.  Their council and administration approached Mr. Ross requesting a proposal.  Without getting into a lot of the details, it is my opinion that this proposal is a win-win for both Arlington Heights and the citizens of Reading.  It includes the hiring of two additional police officers and two part-time dispatchers.  The dispatchers would cover the 28 shifts per month that a patrol officer normally covered.  This adds an additional officer on the road 2200+ hours per year.  Currently, the village is covered by the HC Sheriff's office.
- November is designated as Movember, an annual event involving the growing of mustaches during the month of November to raise awareness of men's health issues, such as prostate cancer, testicular cancer, and men's suicide. The Movember Foundation runs this charity event.  
- November is also designated as lung cancer awareness and C.O.P.D. awareness month.  Highlighted by the Great American Smokeout on November 16th.  If you don't smoke, don't start; if you are currently smoking, please consider quitting.  As a past smoker, I can tell you that quitting is not the easiest thing to do; but it is one of the best things you can do for yourself and your loved ones.
