ZONING, PLANNING & ENVIRONMENT: Bob Ashbrock 
- Council should have had time to review the Right-of-Way ordinance and forwarded to all Council members for their review.  
 No response with any specific recommendations and will therefore have an ordinance next week.
- Benson Street Curb (Sub-Par workmanship): $10,000 discount was offered.  Was that enough?  
 Answer Patrick Ross: The biggest impact going forward will be whether or not they’ll be considered for future projects.

LAWS AND CONTRACTS: Tim Cox 
- Hilltop & Central drawings that were e-mailed to each Council Member.  There is a Gentleman who is interested in the two properties.  Would like to also begin discussing the Stadium contract.  Year out from the Stadium contract being up.  Would like to start in January to begin discussions – Public forum so everyone can have their say.
- JMA – traffic counts.  If the Hilltop property gets developed we should look back into another traffic study. 

PUBLIC HEALTH & SAFETY: Randy Fischesser
There is an ordinance on the floor this evening to enter into a contract with Arlington Heights to provide police service for their community.  Considering that council has had a copy of the contract for over three weeks I would hope that we will be able to get this passed this evening.
As Chief Snow explained, and I reiterated in my safety committee report to council on November 6th, time is of the essence.  Two police officers and two part-time dispatchers will need to go through the hiring process and be trained; all of which takes time.  
If passed, the contract will go into effect January 1st.  For those citizens that have voiced concern on social media, rest assured this is a win/win for both communities.  The end result will be increased police patrols during the busiest times of the day.  The part-time dispatchers will also free up the officer that had to cover this time resulting in over 2300 additional patrol hours a year.
